INVITATION TO COMMUNION
Celebrant The gifts of God for the People of God.

Please stand in a semi-circle around the altar to receive Commmnion. Y on may take the bread in your hands and
then take a sip of wine from the chalice, gniding the chalice bearer’s hand to bring the chalice to your lips. Or yon may
intinct (dip the wafer into the wine). If you wish to receive a blessing instead of Commmunion, simply fold your arms
across your chest. If you would like a gluten-free wafer, fold your hands dowmward.
