FIRST LESSON   All sit.                          Acts 7:55-60 
 

At the reading of the first lesson, children ages 3 to 9 (pre-K through 4th grade) are invited to gather at the entrance of the 

church to meet their teacher for Sunday School in the Parish House. Parents of children attending for the first time are asked 

to accompany them. The children will return before the end of worship. 
 

Filled with the Holy Spirit, Stephen gazed into heaven and saw the glory of God and Jesus standing at the right 

hand of God. “Look,” he said, “I see the heavens opened and the Son of Man standing at the right hand of God!” 

But they covered their ears, and with a loud shout all rushed together against him. Then they dragged him out of 

the city and began to stone him; and the witnesses laid their coats at the feet of a young man named Saul. While 

they were stoning Stephen, he prayed, “Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.” Then he knelt down and cried out in a loud 

voice, “Lord, do not hold this sin against them.” When he had said this, he died.

Like newborn infants, long for the pure, spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow into salvation— if indeed you 

have tasted that the Lord is good. Come to him, a living stone, though rejected by mortals yet chosen and precious 

in God’s sight, and like living stones, let yourselves be built into a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood, to offer 

spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. For it stands in scripture: “See, I am laying in Zion a 

stone, a cornerstone chosen and precious; and whoever believes in him will not be put to shame.” 
 

To you then who believe, he is precious; but for those who do not believe, “The stone that the builders rejected 

has become the very head of the corner”, and “A stone that makes them stumble, and a rock that makes them fall.” 

They stumble because they disobey the word, as they were destined to do. 
 

But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s own people, in order that you may proclaim the 

mighty acts of him who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. Once you were not a people, 

but now you are God’s people; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy.

Very truly, I tell you, 

the one who believes in me will also do the works that I do and, in fact, will do greater works than these, because I 

am going to the Father. I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If in 

my name you ask me for anything, I will do it.”

Celebrant The Gifts of God for the people of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and 

feed on him in your hearts by faith with thanksgiving. 
 

The Holy Eucharist is the meal that has traditionally nourished the baptized in their life of faith. You may take the bread in 

your hands and then take a sip of wine from the chalice, guiding the chalice bearer’s hand to bring the chalice to your lips. 

Or you may intinct (dip the wafer into the wine). If you wish to receive a blessing instead of Communion, simply fold your 

arms across your chest. If you would like a gluten-free wafer, fold your hands downward.
